Nit mGZeme chapat jako nosi¢ skrytych tradic, rodinnych kofen( a znakd nasiiden-
tity. Kresbu lze snadno vést i niti po latce, a tak navazat na stopu kulturni paméti.
Vysivani sebou nese celou fadu aspektd. Vysivanim miZzeme poukazat na vypravéni
Zenskych prib&hd vedené Zenami o jejich neviditelné a prehlizené praci. V dilech
turecké umélkyné Gozde Ju se prolina zajem o kulturni pamét zakotvenou v ¢ase
aprostoru. Gézde Ju se dotyka socio-kulturnich koFend. Jeji dilo je doslova protkano
zajmem o rodinné archivy, pamét a sounalezitost.

Co tvofi mosty mezi generacemi? Mohou to byt fotografie ale také textil, ktery
proSel rukama generaci Zen pred nami. Jehlu a nit tak mizeme chapat jako most
do minulosti s potencialem predat urcita poselstvi dal. V dilech Gézde Ju nalez-
neme prvky ohledavani nasich kofenl(, jakymi jsou identita, gender, sounalezitost
a nostalgie. Technikou vySivani zhmotnuje a zviditeliiuje vlastni rodinné koreny
tvofici jeji identitu. Dila vystavena na vystavé pro Galerii Altan Klamovka se opiraji
o otazky kolem feministického pohledu na Zenstvi. Jednim z vystavenych objektd
je povlak na polstar, ktery vysSivala matka Gozde Ju pred 40 ti lety a umélkyni jej
darovalajako soucast véna. Fotografie, které jsou pFisité na polStafi spolu s vysiva-
nym textem, zachycuji moment odlouceni kazdé Zeny po svatbé od plvodni rodiny.
Nit vSak naznacuje rodinné pouto. Dominantnim prvkem celkové instalace je vSak
monumentalnivysivka cerpajici z predlohy Skolni fotografie, na které jsou jen divky.
Postaveni zen na fotografii urCuje jistou sounalezitost a Cerpanisily jedné od druhé.
Nutnost identifikace se s rodinou a mistem, do kterého jsme s narodili a ve kterém
Zijeme, nas provazi celym Zivotem. V soucasnosti utichajici rodinné tradice, které
v minulosti pomahali s procesem zakorenéni, dnes vytvareji atmosféru nejistoty
a vykorenénosti, ktera se tak stala nosnym tématem této vystavy.

Gozde Ju vystudovala Fakultu vytvarnych uméni na katedre grafiky a malby
v Anadolu v Turecku. Jeji diplomova prace se zaméfila na hodnoceni grafiky v kon-
textu prostoru a sou¢asného umeni. Gézde Ju se zucCastnila Fady vystav po celém
svété. Tvori ve svém ateliéru ve Frankfurtu nad Mohanem v Némecku.

Passing on a tradition from generation to generation is like a thread that tells per-
sonal stories. We can understand the thread as a carrier of hidden traditions, family
roots and signs of our identity. The drawing can also be easily guided by the thread
on the fabric, thus following the trail of cultural memory. Embroidery also involves
awhole range of aspects. Through embroidery, we can point to the telling of wom-
en’s stories led by women about their invisible and overlooked work. In the works
of the Turkish artist G6zde Ju, an interest in cultural memory anchored in time and
space intertwines. Gozde Ju touches on socio-cultural roots. Her work is literally
interwoven with an interest in family archives, memory and belonging.

What are bridges between generations? It can be photographs but also textiles that
have passed through the hands of generations of women before us. Thus, we can
understand the needle and thread as a bridge to the past with the potential to pass
on certain messages. In the works of Gozde Ju, we find elements of searching for
our roots, such as identity, gender, belonging and nostalgia. Using the embroidery
technique, she materializes and makes visible her own family roots that form her
identity. The works displayed at the exhibition for Altan Klamovka Gallery are based
on questions surrounding the feminist view of womanhood. One of the objects on
display is a pillowcase embroidered by Gézde Ju’s mother 40 years ago and given
to the artist as part of her dowry. The photographs, which are sewn onto the pillow
along with the embroidered text, capture the moment of each woman’s separation
from her family of origin after marriage. However, the thread suggests a family
bond. The dominant element of the overall installation, however, is a monumental
embroidery based on a model of a school photograph in which there are only girls.
The position of the women in the photograph determines a certain belonging and
drawing strength from each other. The need to identify with family and the place
we were born into and in which we live accompanies us throughout our lives. The
family traditions that are currently dying out, which in the past helped with the
rooting process, today create an atmosphere of uncertainty and uprooting, which
thus became the main theme of this exhibition.

GOzde Ju graduated from the Faculty of Fine Arts at the Printmaking and Painting
departmentsin Turkey University in Anadolu. Her master thesis focused on the eval-
uation of Printmaking in the context of space and contemporary art. Furthermore,
she completed the course period of the Proficiency of Art Program (PhD). Gozde
Ju took part in various exhibitions in different countries. She continues to work at
her studio in Frankfurt am Main, Germany.
